The tournament will be conducted under the present Rules of Lawn Tennis and the Rules and
Regulations of the Lawn Tennis Association.

Entries for all events should be received by the Entries Secretary not later than Wednesday 7th
July 2010.

Play will commence at 9 a.m. each day or such other time as the Referee may decide (see notes on
the back page) and all matches must be played at the time fixed by the Referee. All competitors will
be notified by post of their first match time. A programme of each day’s play will be exhibited
at the Courts. Competitors who are not ready to play at the times stated in the Programme may be
disqualified. Winners in each round are responsible for ascertaining the date and times for their next
match before they leave the courts.

Playing Surface - The courts are blaes courts. Players are warned that they must wear tennis shoes
without raised heels and with rubber soles. No form of spike, nail or other appliances may be
worn. All competitors upon completion of their matches will be required to prepare the court for the
following match.

Dress - Predominantly white shall be worn and track suits must not be worn during matches unless
by permission of the Referee.

The Tournament Committee reserves full power to alter the programme in any way they may
think proper and to refuse any entry without assigning a reason. The Committee reserves the right
to cancel any event in which insufficient entries are received and to restrict entry if any event is
oversubscribed.

Complaints - No complaint in connection with the Tournament can be entertained by the Committee
unless made in writing and lodged with the Secretary of the Tournament within 48 hours of the
occurrence of the cause of the same, and no application for leave to appeal against any decision of the
Committee can be entertained by the Council unless made in writing and lodged with the Secretary
of the Association within ten days after the receipt of such decision by the complainant.

Any person competing in this tournament who (1) is ineligible to compete under Regulation 10(b)
of the LTA Regulations for the Management of Tournaments, or (2) receives or accepts directly or
indirectly from any persons, firm, company or Committee, financial assistance, rebate or hospitality
(except as permitted by Rule 35 of the Lawn Tennis Association) as a consideration or inducement for
competing in this Tournament, will be deemed to have committed a breach of Rule 30a of the rules
of the Lawn Tennis Association.

Conduct - The Tournament will be subject to the LTA Code of Conduct, a copy of which will be
available for inspection at the Referee’s tent. All Competitors may be required to submit to a doping
test. Entry to the tournament implies full acceptance of this condition.

Other Tournaments - Players should refer to the LTA Tournament Rule 2.5.8 if they intend to enter
two tournaments which overlap in their playing time.

The Referee’s decision during the course of the Tournament will be final.
